Volunteer Reward Program 

 
 
1. The Volunteer Reward Program (VRP) runs from Jan. 1st to Dec. 31st. 
2. Participants must be a member in good standing of ACSD. A member in good standing is: 

a. Participants must attend at least two (2) general meetings during the reward year (Not to include the 
awards banquet). 

• Juniors need to attend one (1) general meeting. 
      In addition… 

b. Participants must earn four (4) hours at a club trial during the award year. Juniors must perform (2) 
hours.  

3. Job hours must be added to the award point form and submitted to the Award Chairperson. If you work a trial 
or other authorized function and do not have award points to turn in, fill in the job credit portion of any award 
form and return to the Award Chairperson. 

4. All award points (hours) MUST be submitted to the Award Chairperson within thirty (30) days of the trial or 
authorized function. 

• All submissions must be in writing. 
• All forms must be filled out in full. Incomplete forms will not be used and will be returned. 

5. Award standings will be submitted to the Agile Antics editor every ninety (90) days for publication. 
6. An awards banquet will be held in January of the following year. 
7. Disputes concerning the Award standings must be reported in writing to the ACSD Board within 15 days of the 

last published standings. 
• All board decisions will be final. 
• Requests for extensions of certificates dates must be submitted in writing to the Board.
